President’s Report

Walk-abouts with BHA officials and code enforcement going to start Oct. 10th to monitor neighborhood problems and ongoing issues.

Hurricane Insurance Panel

BHA 2nd VP, Jose Dieguez, chaired a panel on storm insurance coverage for condo associations and condo units.  Xavier Suarez, President of Brickell 25 condo association, and Leon Blain, Treasurer of Brickell Townhouse condo association, both expressed opinions that there may be opportunities to provide loss protection at lower costs through self-insurance, if not for the principal cover, at least for the growing deductibles, especially if the State were to set up an emergency fund to back up condo associations.

Michael Keeby, Sr. VP of Head-Beckham Associates Insurance Group, pointed out that these were not new concepts, that they had been tried before, unsuccessfully.  He readily agreed that in his over 20 years' experience, conditions today are the worst in terms of cost increases, deductible increases, securing re-insurance, in fact, in securing windstorm protection at any price. He said the situation is cyclical and, if there isn't a major catastrophic storm in South Florida this year, the pricing and availability situations are likely to improve next year. Mr. Keeby also offered to assist Mr. Bain in making contacts and securing information in is continuing exploration of possible costs savings through establishing a minimum group of 10 condo associations.

Xavier Suarez invited non-binding letters of intent (LOI) from associations.
